Dear Parents, 
 
Can you believe that it is already Week 8? I know the staff and students 
can believe it as they have been working hard all term and we are still 
building up to some key parts of the school calendar such as Market Day 
for the 5/6s and the concert for everyone. So far in the last two weeks 
we have celebrated both Literacy and Numeracy Week and Book Week. 
Each one had exciting events such as the parade of book costumes, 
mystery book readers, Footy Colours Day and finally the visit by 
author/illustrator Marc McBride. From the very inspired artists that I 
taught in 5/6 later that day I could see how much of a positive impact

who took an extra load organising these events. 
 
You also should be aware that the School Satisfaction Surveys have been 
happening over the last month. They finished last Tuesday and the 
ǎŎƘƻƻƭΩǎ ƭŜŀŘŜǊǎƘƛǇ ǘŜŀƳ ƘŀǾŜ ōŜŜƴ ŀƴŀƭȅǎƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ǊŜǎǳƭǘs. This year we 
had 77 parent surveys, 24 staff surveys and 67 student surveys 
completed. I want to thank you all for taking the time to provide this 
valuable information.  
 
Each year the school writes an Annual Action Plan based on the five year 
School Strategic Plan. At the time of our school review in 2015 we 
decided on elements from the satisfaction surveys that we would use to 
measure the impact of our improvement strategies. We set targets that 
we will measure each year over the life of the plan (until 2020). The 
targets count all responses in the agree and strongly agree columns. 
Some of our targets include increasing the number of parents who feel 
their opinions are taken seriously, increasing the percentage of students 
who feel valued and included and increasing the number of staff who 
feel well supported. 
 
To celebrate in a small way here are some on the preliminary results. We 
wanted to increase parents who feel their opinions are taken seriously 
from 74% in 2015. In 2017 we achieved a 71% result in the agree or

why we always encourage people to make a decision as we cannot count 
those 16% and some of them may have been for the positive. For the 
other two targets we are already seeing improvements. For students 
feeling valued and included we started at 73% in 2015 and are up to 76% 
in 2017. As for the staff feeling well supported we had a result of 65% in 
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2015 and we achieved 83% this year.Overall I believe we are moving in a positive direction and the strategies 
we are putting in place are having a positive impact on the school. 
 
Over the next few weeks there are some staffing changes that you should be aware of. Firstly we farewelled 
Sladjana who has gone off to have her first baby, Lynette is officially taking over responsibility for 1/2SP and 
Gaye Yates is covering 1/2KR until the end of term. We are expecting to employ a permanent replacement 
for Kyle to begin on day one of Term 4. Liz is heading overseas for weeks 9, 10 and term 4, week 1. During 
this time Karen will be acting in the Principal role, I will be acting in the Deputy Principal role and Mike Smith 
with be acting in the Executive Teacher role.
